A securely fenced yard is mandatory.  On occasion we will have a dog that we feel is not a flight risk that we will consider placing in a home without a fenced yard with an owner agreeing to a strict compliance of keeping the dog on leash whenever it is outside a securely fenced area.

The policy of Sheltie Shack Rescue of Kansas is to insure that each person who adopts a dog is aware of this responsibility and that they are morally, financially and physically capable of caring for it.  As it is so, with most pets, it is very true that not everyone who wishes to own a dog should own one.

The information provided helps us in the selection process of matching the dog to the best “Furever Home”.

EACH DOG IS SPAYED OR NEUTERED, VACCINATED, HEARTWORM TESTED, ON MONTHLY HEARTWORM AND FLEA/TICK PREVENTATIVES AND TEETH CLEANED WHEN NECESSARY. THAT IS THE MINIMUM OF WHAT IS DONE. EACH DOG THAT HAS SPECIAL NEEDS WILL BE TREATED ACCORDINGLY.
FIXED COSTS SUCH AS TELEPHONE, TRAVEL EXPENSES FOR HOME VISITS, TRANSPORTS AND VETTING, WEB-SITE EXPENSE, UTILITIES, MONTHLY PREVENTATIVES, FOOD AND TOYS ARE NOT INCLUDED IN THE ADOPTION FEE.  THESE COSTS ARE GENEROUSLY PAID FOR OUT OF OUR OWN POCKETS OR PROVIDED BY LOVING AND CARING VOLUNTEERS THAT FEEL STRONGLY ABOUT THE NEED FOR RESCUE.

NO ONE WITH CONSCIENCE MAKES MONEY DOING RESCUE.  WE CONSIDER IT AN HONOR TO BE ABLE TO DO WHAT WE DO. WE HOPE THAT YOU CONSIDER IT AN HONOR TO BE ABLE TO MAKE A DIFFERENCE IN THE LIFE OF THE DOG(S) THAT YOU ADOPT.

Please read the following carefully:

A dog should not wear a pinch collar or chain collar unless deemed necessary for training purposes only. The dog shall at all times be required to wear a collar or harness with identification tags (to include the Sheltie Shack Rescue ID Tag) in the unlikely event he should become lost. A leash is required when the dog is taken out in a public area, which enforces a leash law or any other time, which requires total control over the dog to keep him safe from vehicles and other dogs or in unfenced area.
The dog shall reside indoors in the adopter’s home and live as a family member and companion only. The dog will not be kept outdoors during the adopter’s working hours or at any other time left alone outdoors while the adopter is not home. The dog may be confined to a room such as a bedroom or basement or any other room of adequate size and protected from the elements of weather.

The dog may be crated as long as he is not confined for periods so long that it becomes necessary for him to soil his crate. The crate must be large enough for the dog to lie comfortably on his side.  An outside shelter such as a doghouse is not acceptable as residence except for very short periods of time when the dog is let out into the yard and only when the adopter is home.
